Detention Capacity  

Reduction 

 According to data presented 

at the January meeting of JDA there 

has been a significant reduction in 

detention capacity statewide. From a 

detention perspective, this reduction 

has taken place without any planning 

and may create substantial problems 

in meeting local detention needs as 

well as maintaining county compli-

ance with statutory requirements. 

 OCFS indicates a 42% reduc-

tion in non-secure detention facilities 

since January of 2005. There has been 

no reduction  in secure detention fa-

cilities, but a 12% reduction in capac-

ity (68 beds) statewide. The non-

secure capacity reduction of 198 beds 

(31%) has taken place without consid-

eration of geography or county com-

pliance with County Law 218 A-B .

Definition of Juvenile Detention 
Adopted by the National Juvenile Detention Association Executive Boardð10/17/07 

Juvenile detention, as part of the juvenile justice continuum, is a process that includes the temporary and safe custody of 

juveniles whose alleged conduct is subject to court jurisdiction who require a restricted environment for their own and the 

communityôs protection while pending legal action.  Juvenile detention may range from the least restrictive community 

based supervision to the most restrictive form of secure care.   

The critical components of juvenile detention include:  

Screening to ensure appropriate use of detention 

Assessment to determine the proper level of custody, supervision and placement 

Policies that promote the safety, security and well being of juveniles and staff 

Services that address immediate and/or acute needs in the educational, mental, physical, emotional and 

social development of juveniles

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From  the  Editor 
 These are, if nothing else, interesting times of 

change in the world of juvenile justice.  The local loss of 

198 non secure beds (33 facilities) and 68 secure detention 

beds, the integration of Administration for Childrenôs Ser-

vices and DJJ, the uneven but sometimes heavy handed 

push for ñalternatives to detentionò and the uncertain eco-

nomic times obscure the image of juvenile justice and juve-

nile detention of the future. 

 Non-Secure detention was developed as the com-

munity based alternative to secure detention, It has been 

instrumental in allowing New York State to build only nine 

locked facilities to serve its entire juvenile justice system. 

The loss without plan of non-secure capacity flies in the 

face of the Governorôs Task Force recommendation to 

keep youth close to home. 

 While the pendulum has swung from the correc-

tional approach to juvenile justice (as it needed to) we must 

proceed with caution. We need all of these service delivery 

mechanisms to succeed with the difficult and troubled chil-

dren who enter the system. The key is to have the right tool 

for the right kid at the right time.

JDANYS Response: New York State County Law 218A 

requires all counties to have ñadequate and conveniently 

accessible non secure detention.ò  Our commitment as an 

association is to facilitate a process to ensure that detention 

programs remain accessible to families. 

Partnerships: OCFS, local districts. 

Goal: Ensuring Successful Reentry 

Governorôs Task Force Recommendation: Begin reentry 

planning and preparation at the time of disposition and ac-

tively engage different stakeholders in this process. 

Ensure that reentry plans are individualized and provide for 

seamless, well supported transition from facilities back to 

the community 

JDANYS Response: The association continues to guide best 

practices to keep the youth connected with their commu-

nity.  Strategies include building relationships with local 

school districts to assure the youth remain on track with 

their educational goals so when the youth re-enters their 

local school there is a smooth transition. 

Partnerships: Local School Districts, State Education De-

partment 

 We look forward to a year of reform and collabora-

tion to move us forward toward improved services to our 

youth, families and communities!

  Administration for Childrenôs 

Services and DJJ to Merge 
  

 According to a release from DJJ on January 29th, the 

New York City Department of Juvenile Justice and the Ad-

ministration for Childrenôs Services (ACS)  will merge. 

Childrenôs Services Commissioner John B. Mattingly was 

designated to lead both agencies effective January 20th. 

 ñThe Cityôs integration of juvenile justice and child wel-

fare programs will make possible long-term planning for 

the youth and their family as soon as they enter the juvenile 

justice system, and a focused strategy to place the youth on 

the path toward school, work and successful adulthood. 

The overarching goal is to decrease the rate of recidivism 

for youth, a rate that is traditionally higher among juvenile 

offenders than adult criminals. The integration is also ex-

pected to realize cost savings and operational efficiencies 

by combining two separate agencies that otherwise serve 

overlapping constituencies.ò 

 ñDuring this system integration, the City will expand its 

use of risk assessment instruments and other data-driven 

tools to better inform decision making at different stages of 

the detention and judicial process. This approach will build 

on results already achieved by the city, which as part of its 

ongoing Juvenile Justice Reform has already reduced 

placements in state juvenile institutions by 56% since 

2002.ò

 In order for counties to receive their 50% reimbursement 

for utilization of secure detention, they are required by law 

to have adequate and conveniently accessible non-secure 

detention. The impact of losing 33 non secure juvenile de-

tention facilities is unknown at this time.  

 The emphasis of keeping youth close to home and in the 

least restrictive setting possible is in jeopardy. Many coun-

ties have no relationship with non secure detention. OCFS 

does not hold them accountable and they simply send non-

secure detention youth to whatever facility has the space on 

that day. These youth, if housed in a contracted bed, are 

subject to ñbumpingò, being moved to another facility on 

short notice if the contracting county needs the bed. Youth 

may be bumped several time during the course of their court 

process. 

 The remaining counties in which non secure detention is 

available assume all of the risk and liability of detaining not 

only their own youth, but youth from other areas of the 

State. 

 As counties attempt to implement alternatives to detention 

and placement, as OCFS urges judges not to place youth in 

state custody, the outlook is unclear.   

 Private sector residential care facilities are not geared to 

managing the type youth who are generally placed in state 

custody. This has been evidenced by the tragedies at several 

agencies who sought to provide treatment to this population 

in recent years. 

 While the juvenile justice system works to keep and pro-

vide treatment and services for as many youth as possible in 

their own communities, it must also recognize that many 

youth will still require removal from the community, and 

highly structured residential care before they can be re-

turned. The key is in making an accurate assessment and 

developing an appropriate strategic treatment plan for each 

individual youth. 

 Judges deserve a total spectrum of options for disposi-

tional outcomes. Balance is the challenge before us. In diffi-

cult economic times, ensuring community safety and the 

best interest of the youth who enter the system will become 

more difficult than ever before. We must choose wisely and 

recognize that each youth is unique and requires individual 

treatment.
